Please retain
your proof of purchase reflecting the date of purchase along with the
serial number and model of your fireplace for any future warranty
claims.

Warranty Conditions

This warranty only covers Kozy Heat fireplaces that are purchased
through a Kozy Heat authorized dealer or distributor.

1 Year Warranty Period - Parts Only

Warranty coverage beings on the date of original purchase. In the
case of new home construction, warranty coverage begins on the
date of first occupancy of the dwelling or six months after the sale

of the product by an independent, authorized Kozy Heat dealer/
distributor, whichever occurs earlier. The warranty shall commence no
later than 12 months of the occupancy date.

EXCLUSIONS AND LIMITATIONS

1. This appliance must be installed by a licensed, authorized service technician or contractor. It must be installed, operated and maintained
at all times in accordance with the instructions in the owner’s manual or the warranty is void.
